Business Items

· The Council discussed the Bertha Morton review and breakdown.  It forwarded 31 names for scholarships to the Graduate School (appended).  There will likely be additional funds available, but this will not be known until after the deadline for recruitment offers.   The Council agreed to rank 1-6 the second tier candidates and they nominations for a fellowship.  It will decide on these awards next week. The application materials will be put in Box.  

Members struggled with aspects of applications.  There is not mention of financial need or diversity in the criteria.   The rubric only considers qualifications, so there is no consideration of the cover letter or the student’s story.  Chair Broberg will work with Kelly to customize the portal.  The questions are listed as optional for students, but the reviewers do not know this. What role should overcoming hardship and the impact of  the student’s research play?  Any suggestions for revisions to the criteria /procedure should be sent for the Council to consider.  

· Professor Stan presented the draft Interim Assessment of the International Educational Leadership M.Ed and Ph.D.   Professor Stan contacted John Matt for additional information about the program.  It was originally developed with the Global Engagement Office and is now short faculty.  Approximately a third of the students are international. The program has opportunity to grow, but needs resources.  Associate Dean Kinch cautioned about weighing in too strongly given some of the issues the Graduate School has had with the students in the program.

· Professor Nelson wondered whether the Council should communicate to the administration about not being consulted regarding the OPM.  Most of the programs being considered for online offerings are graduate programs.
