Ph.D. Advisory Committee Form
Biochemistry Graduate Program
Instructions:

· Affiliation is the academic department (Biochemistry, IMB, DBS, BMED, etc.) for UM-Missoula faculty and the institution for members who are not UM-Missoula faculty.
· The signature of each committee member must be obtained before the form is submitted by the student.
· The student must sign and date the form and turn it in to the admin in the Chemistry & Biochemistry Office (Chem 115). They will obtain the signature of the Biochemistry Program Director.
Guidelines and Definitions:

· The Research Advisor (Director if not UM-Missoula faculty) is the person who will supervise the dissertation research.
· If the person supervising the dissertation research is not a UM-Missoula faculty member (Research Director), the student must designate a Permanent Advisor who is a UM-Missoula faculty member and a member of the Biochemistry Program.
· The committee must have at least four members beyond the Research Advisor (Director), three of whom must be members of the Biochemistry program. One of the Biochemistry Program members must be affiliated with a different academic department than the Research Advisor (Permanent Advisor if the student has a Research Director).

· One committee member must be from outside the Biochemistry Program.

· A student may have more than five committee members.  They should be listed under other members. 
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
